The new Order which has been issued

under section 3 of the Essential Commodities Act, 1955, is in consonance with the NFSA, 2013

and replaces the PDS (Control) Order, 2001« As provided in the new Order, {he provisions of the
PDS (Coniroly Order, 2001 shall continue to have effect as against the corresponding provisions
of the TPDS (C) Order, 2015 in State/UT which has not implemented the NFSA or is

implementing 1t only in part.

2. As per the TPDS (C) Order, 20135, the States/UTs are required to {urnish various reports
to this Department as per prescribed proforma. In addition to the proforma prescribed in the new
Order, the Department has also devised 7 mere proformas (copies enclosed) seeking information
from States/UTs for monitoring of implementation of TPDS.

3, FFurther, 1t has been decided 1o seek reports/information 1n the above proformas enline

through the web portal. NIC has alrcady been requested to take necessary action for this
purpese. As soon as the required infrastructure is ready, the States/UTs will be intimated about

the same for furnishing the information online.,

4, This issues with the approval of Joint SBecretary (BP, PD).
