The 
danand for anployment would be mei from the ongoing SGRY and the NFFV/P works. 

% 1 The funds used will be from SGRY/NFFWP accounts. But the work allotted to those 
who have demanded wait under the EGS will be recorded as work given for putposes 
under NREGA. Section 3 of the Act allows this by stipulating that until die State 

„Sacrament notifies its EGS. the Annual Action Plan or Perspective Plan of SGRY or 
WP wlidi ever is in force will be deenwd to be the action plan for die schane for the 

purposes of the Act, For noe•NFFWP district idatified nada NREGA, additional funds 
taking up works 0:7 NFFWP pattern art being released separately.

2. Under the SGRY/NFFWP, works are not opened on detnand for employment but 
according to a plan of infrastructure needs. Once die SGRY/NFFWP works also becane 
instruments for NREGA, they will also absorb labour that is allotted employment on 
diem drough NREGA (afier registration and Job Card and Demand process is followed). 
Therefore, during die transition period, SGRY/NFFWP will be employing labour both

4. Ender the NREGA. only cash will he given, As such no tbodgrains will be 
provided The foodgrains authrintion should terminate with the close of this financial 
year. Lifting. of foodgrains authorized during the current year under die SGRY and die 
NFFWP %Jill not be allowed next year. 

5. !f employment is allotted on a demand made under NREGA then wage 
employment should be made in cash only. 'This is to prevent any possible diallenging of 
die quantum of wages paid. 

6. The implementation of works under the SORY earmarks 50% for Grant 
Panclayst Ibis is in concurrence with the mandate under the NREGA. The regaining 
50% of works under NREGA egn be canoed by the line departtnents, and other 
Pandayat bodies. lints, nada WIRY. the aligagion of 20% to District Panclayat and 
30% to intermediate Panclayat also meets the spirit of the Act in accord priority to 
Panchayats in iniplementing NREGA. Under die NEFWP implementation might involve 
a number of agencies. In die timid= peliod in dds financial yea. if it 59% of works 
lave not been sanctioned for execution by the Gram Penchant by them, the districts may 
be instructed that if nea. rocks. au  started this year under the NEM?, priority nay be. 

given to the Gramilancharits. 

7. The SGRY and the NFFWP will.be closed with the end of this financial year. 

There would be a budget head only for the EGS. 

II 	In light of the above, you are requested to addiess these issues and issue necessary 
instructions to the all concerned including the Collecton and other implementing 
authorities to'initiate prompt action accordingly. Action taken in this reprd by the State 
Government may also be intimated to this Ministry.
