Thaefore, during the transition period, SGRY/NFFWP will be employing labour both

4. Under the NREGA. only cash will be given. As such no Modgrains will be 

provided. The foodgrains authrintion should terminate with the close of this financial 
year. Lifting of foodgrains authorized during the current year under the SGRY and the 

NFFWP II not be allowed next year. 

5. if employment is allotted on a demand made under NREGA then wage 
employment should be made in cash only This is to prevent any possible challenging of 

the quantum of wages paid. 

6.
The implementation of works under the SGRY earmarks 50% for Gram 

Panchayat. This is in concurrence with the mandate under the NREGA. The remaining 

50% of works under NREGA Cr: be executed by the line departments. and other 

Panchayat bodies. Thus, under SGRY, the allocation of 20% to District Panchayat and 

30% to 
hiermediate Panchayat also meets the spirit of the Act to accord priority to 

Panchayats in implementing NREGA. Under the NFFWP implementation might'  nvolve 

a number of agencies. In the transition penod in this financial year. if it 50% of works 

have not been sanctioned for execution by the Gram Panchayat by them, the districts may 

be instructed that if new .  works are started this year under the NFFWP, priority may be 

given to the Gounitanatnyats.
