In select identified Districts in the initial stage (list enclosed). The National Food for 
Work Programme (NFFWP) and the Sampooma °tauten Rozgar Nana (SGRY) will 
mage in these identified Districts with the Employment Guarantee Sdteme. once 
NREGA canes into force. Is this mold. following decisions on key issues have been 
taken by the Government of India ia eider to facilitate smooth transition from the 
NFFWP sad the SGRY towards NREGA in de identified Districts that require yea 
immediate attention. 

1. 	If the NREGA is ncitified in an atea in the current financial year. the process of 
• demand registration win start according to the Act and the Guidelines made. The 

danand for anployment would be met from the ongoing SGRY and die NFTWP ans. 
'The funds used will be from SGRY/NFFWP accounts. But the work allotted to those 

• who have demanded work under the EGS will be recorded as wait given for purposes 
under NREGA. Section 3 of the Act allows this by stipulating that until the State 

„hyrrovernmatt notifies its EGS, the Annual Action Plan or Perspective Plan of SGRY or 
WP which ever is in force will be ckaned to be the action plan for the scheme for the 

purposes of the Act, For non-NFFWP district idatified under NREGA. additional funds 
taking up works on NFFWP pattern are being released separately. Fts.25.00 lakh for 

identified 200 districts is being Maned for printing of Job Cards and registers

2. 	Under the SGRY/NFFWP. works are not opened on demand for employment but 
according to a plan of infrastructure needs. Once the SGRY/NFFWP worlcs also becotne 
instnsments for NREGA, they will also absorb labour that is allotted etnployment on 
than through NREGA (atler registration and Job Card and Demand process is followed). 
Therefore, dining the transition period, SGRY/NFFWP will be employing labour both

4. Under the NREGA. only caSli %%ill be given, As such no foodgrains %%ill be 

provided. The foodgrains authrinttion should terminate with the close of this financial 
year. Lifting of foodgrains authorized during the current year under the SORY and the 

NFFWP will not be allowed next year. 

5. If employment is allotted an a demand made 1.11141C NREGA then vase 
employment should be made in cash only. This is to prevent any possible challenging of 

the quantum of wages paid. 

6. The implementation of waits under the WRY earmadts 50% for Grant 
Panchayat. This is in concurrence widt the mardate under the NREGA. The remaining

given to the Grant-fanchayats.
