The National Food for 
Work Proaantme (NFFWP) and the Sampoorna Grantees' Rozgar Yojana (SGRY) will 
mar in these identified Districts with die Employment Guarantee Scheme., once 
MEGA comes into force. In this regard. following decisions on key: issues have bast 
taken by de Government of India in onla to facilitate SMOOlil munition fiont the 
NFFWP sad the SCiRY towards NREGA in the identified Districts that require you 
immediate attention.
