• ' at select identified Districts in the initial stage (list enclosed). The National Food for 

Work Progarnme (NFFWP) and die Sampooma Granwen Rozgar Nan* (SGRY) will 
mar in these identified Districts with die Employment Guarantee Scheme, once 
NREGA comes into force. la  this regard. folloviing decisions on key issues have beat 
Wien by the Govannient of Inch* in order to facilitate smooth transition from the 
NFFWP hod the SCiRY towards NREGA in the identified Districts that requite yow 
immediate attmtion. 

	

I. 	If the NREGA is notified in an area in the current financial year. the process of 
demand mgistration will start according to the Act and die Guidelines made. 'The 
danand for employment would be met from the ongoing SGRY anti the NFFWP amis. 
The funds used will be from SGRY/NFFWP accounts. But the wodc allotted to those 
who have demanded work under the ECiS will be recorded as work given for purposes 
under NREGA. Section 3 of the Act allows this by stipulating that until the State

2. 	Under the SGRY/NFFWP, works are not opened on demand for employment but 
according to a plan of infrastructure needs. Once die SGRY/NFFWP wodcs dso becorne 
irstruments for NREGA, they will also absorb labour that is allotted employment on 
them through NREGA (idler registration and Job Card and Demand process is followed). 
Thatfore, during the transition period, SGRY/NFFWP will be employing labour both
