The National Food for
Work Pregramme (NFFWP) and the Sampooma Grameen Rozgar Yojana (SGRY) will
merge in these idenufied Districts with the Employment Guarantce Scheme, once
NREGA comes into force. In this regard. following decisions on ey i1ssues have been
taken by the Government of India in order to facilitate smocih iransition from the
NFFWP and the SGRY towards NREGA in the idemified Districts that require you
immediate attention.
