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The commission has reviewed the matter and has directed to grant
exgratia compensation to the families of polling personnel/security
personnel who died due to COVID in all such cases where the following
conditions are¢ fulfilled:

I. The person should be deployed as well as performed election duty.
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2. There should be a cogent relationship between his election duty and his
contracting COVID.

3. The COVID report should be withing 15 days from the performance of
election duty of polling personnel/security personnel.

4. There should be a Medical certificate/Death certificate of a hospital
mentioning that the death took place due to COVID.
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
