Bihar Special Survey and Settlement (Amendment) Act, 2025
AN
ACT

To amend the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement (as amended) Act, 2011 (Bihar Act 24,
2011).
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Bihar in the seventy-sixth year of the
Republic of India as follows:-
1. Short title, extent and commencement.-
(1) This Act may be called the Bihar Special Survey and Settlement (Amendment) Act,
2025.
(2) It shall extend to the whole of the State of Bihar.
(3) Except the proviso of section 11(2) the remaining shall come into force
immediately from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

(4) The proviso of section-11(2) shall be deemed to have come into force with
retrospective effect from the date on which the Bihar Special Survey and
Settlement Act, 2011 came into force.

Addition of two new paragraph in the Preamble.—A new paragraph -V(a) shall be
added after Paragraph-V of the Preamble of the said Act and a new paragraph-VI (a)
shall be added after Paragraph-VL.

“V(A) WHEREAS, for the preparation and maintenance of the records of
rights in the areas notified as municipalities, no other land survey and
setflement was carried out except the survey done under the Bihar and
Orissa Municipal Survey Act, 1920.

“VI(A) WHEREAS, the Continuous Khatian (Register-1B), Khesra Register
and Register-II (Jamabandi Register) of the revenue villages situated in
the municipal areas, which were to be maintained up-to-date in the
circle offices, could not be maintained as such and as a result the
transfer, succession, mutation etc. taking place from time to time, are
not reflected in them.”

Addition of definition of new words after clause (xxx) of sub-section-2 of
section-2.-

(xxxi)  Municipality.— shall have the same meaning as ‘municipality’ means
under the Bihar Municipality Act, 2007 (as amended from time to time).

(xxxil) Rover—means a modern device which measures land by connecting the
coordinates of the ground with the signals received from the satellite as
per the gnidelines and standards prescribed by the Government.

(xxxiil) GNSS (Global Navigation Satellite System).—means Global Navigation
Satellite System used at national/ international level for accurate land
measurement based on the specific coordinates of a particular place.

(xxiv)  Continuously Operated Reference Station, CORS.—means centres
established by the Survey of India for the accuracy, uniformity and
verification of data of any place based on the data received from satellite.

Substitution of sub-section-(2) of section-6 of the Act.-Sub-section-(2) of section-6
of the said Act shall be substituted by the following:-

%2) Kistwar operations shall be duly publicized at the local level to

ensure and facilitate active participation by the Panchayati Raj/ municipal
Institations and people of the concerned villages/municipal areas. "
Substitution of sub-section-(1) and (2) of section-7 of the Act and insertion of new
sub-section-7(2A4) after sub-section-2.—Sub-section-(1) and (2) of section-7 of the
said Act shall be substituted by the following and new sub-section-7(2A) shall be
inserted after sub-section-2 of the Act.-

«7, Constitution of Khanapuri parties and preparation of the draft record
of rights.-"(1) Separate khanapuri parties shall be constituted in
concerned revenue villages (situated in rural areas) /municipal areas to
update and prepare the basic record of rights in collaboration with the
agency responsible for Kistwar operation and amin."

"(2) For revenue villages situated in rural areas, khanapuri parties shall
be constituted by including the following:-
@ Assistant Settlement Officer.
(b) Kanungo.
(©) Amin.

"7(2A) In municipal areas, khanapuri parties shall be constituted by
including the officers/Staff of the Revenue and Land Reforms
Department, Municipal establishments and other technically
qualified personnel as per requirement. The number of members in
the parties shall be determined as per the requirement."

Substitution of Section-8 of the Act.—Section-8 of the said Act shall be substituted
by the following :-

8. Publication of the draft khanapuri record of rights.—The draft khanapuri
record of rights, including maps, prepared during kistwar and khanapuri
operations, shall be duly published at conspicuous public places of each ward
of the concerned revenue village and municipal areas, in accordance with the
procedure laid down in the behalf."

Substitution of Section-9 of the Act.—Section-9 of the said Act shall be substituted
by the following:-

"9, Inviting objections to the khanapuri record of rights.—Claims and objection
shall be invited and compiled at the end of the kahanpuri operations in the
revenue village and municipal area concerned and shall be heard and disposed
of in the prescribed manner by the officer authorized by the government.
Provided cases in which the claims and objections have been decided under

Section-7 of this Act, by the officer authorized by the government, shall not be

heard and disposed of by the same officer.”

Renumbering of the existing provision of Section 10 of the Act as Section 10(1)

and addition of new sub-section 10 (2) there after .-

“10.- Work during recess.-

(1) after the disposal of objection and appeals in accordance with section 7
and 9 of the Act respectively, Jaanch, Safai, Muqabla, Radif, Tratib,
Tarmim, etc. shall be carried out in recess, in the prescribed manner. ”
“(2) The Settlement Officer, suo-moto, may order for the rectification of the
errors, found in the course of recess work, under Section-10(1),
through the authorized subordinate officers.”
Substitution of Section 11(1) of the Act.-Sub-section (1) of Section 11 of the said

Act shall be substituted by the following:—

%(1) The draft final record of rights of a revenue village and municipal area shall
be published finally under the hand and seal of the Settlement Officer of the
District, in prescribed manner, after the conclusion of work under section
10(1) and 10(2) of the act.”

Substitution of Section-11(2) of the Act—Sub-section-(2) of Section-11 of the said
Act shall be substituted by the following:-

%(2) Claims and objections with regard to the draft final record of rights may be
filed within three months of its publication and such claims and objections
shall be heard and disposed of in the prescribed manner by one or more
officers not below the rank of Land Reforms Deputy Collector.

But if the officers authorised for hearing, are satisfied that there is sufficient
reason for the delay, he may, condone the delay in filing the claims and objections,
received for hearing.”

Substitution of Section-11(3) of the Act.-sub Section-(3) of section-11 of the said
Act shall be substituted by the following:-

“(3) The final record of rights of a revenue village and municipal area, shall be
published, under the hand and seal of the Settlement Officer of the District,
in the prescribed manner, after settlement of claims and objections under
sub-section 11(2) of the act.”

Addition of sub-section-(4) of section-11 of the Act.- The Jollowing new section-

11(4) shall be added after section-11(3) of the said Act.

“(4) A copy of the finally published record of rights of rural areas, shall be sent
to the concerning circle office, and a copy of the finally published record of
rights of municipal areas, shall be sent to the concerning circle office and
the concerning municipal office, for follow-up action in day to day revenue
administration/ municipal administration.”
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13, Addition of new section-12"A" after section-12 of the Act.-The following new
section-12"A" shall be added after section-12 of the said Act:-
“12"A" Appeal.-

To hear the appeal against the order passed under Section-11(2), one or
more officers, not below the rank of Additional Collector shall be notified
by the State Government

The appeliate authority shall not pass any order modifying, changing or
cancelling the order earlier given by any other officer, unless the related
parties have been given a reasonable opportunity of being heard. '

If the appellate officer is satisfied that there is sufficient reason for the
delay, he may condone the delay in filing the application for appeal.

The appeal received against the order passed under Section-11(2), shall be
disposed of, as far as possible, within 90 working days from the date of
filing the appéeal.

The procedure for making any changes, if necessary, in the record of
rights finally published under section 11(3) by the aforesaid appeal or by
any order of any other competent court/authority may be prescribed in the
rules made under this Act."

14.  Substitution of sub-section-(2) of section-20 of the Act.—Sub-section-(2) of
section-20 of the said Act shall be substituted by the following and sub-section-(24)
shall be added:-

Sections-101 to 115 of the Bihar Tenancy Act, 1885, Rules - 40 and 42,
45 to 52, 54 to 82 and 84 to 100 of the Rules under the Bihar Tenancy Act,
Bihar and Orissa Municipal Survey Act, 1920 and Bihar and Orissa
Municipal Survey Rules, 1921 shall be deemed to be repealed. ”
Notwithstanding the repeal under sub-section (2) above, all the actions
taken under the repealed Acts/Rules and the directions issued for their
implementation shall continue to be valid as if they were done under the
relevant provisions of these Rules.”
