to prevent unfair means in the public examinations and to provide for matters

connected therewith or incidental thereto.

Be it enacted by Bihar State Legislative in the Seventy-fifth Year of the

Republic of India as follows:- 
CHA'TER_I

PRDLIMINARY
l. Short title, exlent and corrrmencerrrent :-

(l) This Act may be called the Bihar Public Examinations (Prevention of
Unfair Means) Act, 2024.

(2) It shall extend to the whole of the State of Bihar.
(3) It shall come into force on such date as the State Government may, by

notification in oflicial Gazette, appoint.

2. Definitions r (l) In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,-
(a) occndidde" means a person who has been granted permission

by the public examination authority to appear in public

examiaation and includes a person authorised to act as a scribe

on his behalf in the public examination;
(b) ncommunication device" shall have the same meaning

assigned to it in clause (ha) of sub-section (l) of section 2 of
the Information Technology Act 2000;

Cognizable otfences.- All offences under tlris Act, shall be cognizable,
non-bailable and non-compoundable.
Punishment for offences under this Act :-
(l) Any person or percons resorting to unfair means and offences under

this Act, shall be punished with imprisonment for a term not less than
three years but which may extend to five years and with fine up to ten
lakh rupees. ln case of default of payment of fine, an additional
punishment of imprisonment shall be imposed, as per the provisions of
the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023:

(2) The service provider shall also be liable to be punished with
imposition of a fme up to one crore rupees and proportionate cost of
examination shall also be recovered from such service provider and he
shall also be barred from being assigued with any responsibility for
the conduct of any public examination for a period of four years.

(3) Where it is established during the investigation that offence under this
Act has been committcd with the consent or connivance of any
Director, Senior Management or the persons in-charge of the service
provider firm, he shall be liable for imprisonment for a term not less

than three years but which may extend to ten years and with fine of
one crore rupees. In case of default of payment of fine, an additional
punishment of imprisonment shall be imposed as per the provisions of
the B haratiya N y ay a S anhita, 2023 :

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(4) Nothing contained in this section shalr render any such person liabre to
any punishment under the Ac! if he proves, that the offence was
committed without his knowledge and that he exercised all due
diligence to prevent the commission of such offence.

Organised crimes
(l) Ifa person or a group ofpersons including the examination authority

or service provider or any other institution commits an organised
crime, he shall be punished with imprisonment for a term not hJs than
five years but which may extend to ten years and with frne which shall
not be less than one crore rupees. In case of default of payment of fine,
an additional punishment of imprisonment shall be impoied as per the
provisions ofthe Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023:(2) If an institution is involved in committing an organised crime, its
property shall be subjected to attachment and forfeihre and
proportionate cost of examination shall also be recovered from it.

(l) An officer not below the rank of Deputy Superintendent of police

shall investigate any offence under this Act.

immediately following the session or the successive sessions aforesaid,
both Houses agree in making any modification in the rule or both Houses
agree that therule should not be made, the rule shall, thereafter have effect
only in such modified form or be of no effect, as tle case may be; so,
however, that any such modification or annulment shall be without
prejudice to the validity of anything previously done under that rule.

tE. Power to remove ditficulties :-
(l) If any diffrculty arises in giving effect to the provisions of this Act, the

State Government may, by order, published in the Official Gazette,
make such provisions within three years, not inconsistent with the
provisions of this Act, as appear to it to be necessary for removal of
difficulty.

(2) Every order made under this section shall be laid, as soon as may be
after it is made, before each House of Bihar Legislative.

19. Repeal and Sovings.- This Act shall apply for all the Public Examination
Authorities mentioned in the Schedule and previous Act for prevention of
unfair means, if any, shall be deemed to be repealed. The Act related to
prevention of unfair means for any other Public Examination Authority not
mentioned in the Schedule shall continue to be in force.
