| am directed to say that the quastion of séttiement of Gair-Mazrua Malik lands has been dealt with in Revenue
Department letter no. 940-LR, dated the 25t February, 1953 reproducéd at pages 30-31 of the Lawd Reforms
Compendium and again in Reveniie Dépriment fetter no. 1454-LR, dated thé 8th March 1964 at page 51 of the said
compendium of government orders and Circulars on Land Reforms and allied matters (copy enclosed), The question
of settlement in the case of Gair-Mazrua Am Lands has begp dealt with in Revanue Department letter no. 4097 LR,
dated the 23rd September, 1953 at pages 392-393 of the compendium of land reforms and allied matters (copy
enclosed). Institution of cases, under section 4 (h) have been dealt with in paragraph (b) at page 4 of the Booldet “A"
guide 1o the disposal of cases unider section 4(4) of the Bihar Land Reforms Act, 1850 (copy onclosed) Government
have considered all these circulars and have besn pleased to amplify for the information of the District officers inthe
following manner :-

(i) Al cases of encroachments on Gair-Mazrua Malik or Gair-Mazrua Am lands should first be examined as to
whether the settlemerit ws bona fide or mala fide. If the settlement was mala fide, there should be no hesitation in
starting enquiry under section 4 {h) of the Bihar Land Reforms AL, with-a view 1o get the settlement annuiled and to
release the lands for settlement with-landiess people with epecial preference 1o sheduled castes, scheduled tribes
and backwrd classes, No case of mala fide settlement should be recognised and i they have been recognised by

‘subordinate officers they should be re-opened by the appellate and the revisional authorities. The qucation whether
the settlement is mala fide or bona fide should be referred to the Subdivisidnal Officer or thie Land Reforms Deputy
Coliector and rio interior authority should come to any final decision on this point.

(if) Encroachinents on Gair-Mazrua Am lands should be strictly dealt with according to the instructiong con-
tained in Revenue Depriment letter no. 4097 LR. dated the 23rd September, 1953 Normally no such settlement -
should be made at all and any such relaxation according to special circumstances should also be limited to the
instructions contained in the aforesaid letter. i

(iiiy Encroachments on Gair-Mazrua Malik lands which have not been annulled section 4(h) of the Bihar Land
Reforms Act can be regularised to the extent mentioned in the previous instructions governingGair-Mazrua Malik
lands Settiements can be made with effect from the date of encroachment orfrom the date of vesting whicheveris
later and back rent can also be realised for a period not exceeding 10 years in addition to reasonable salami before
ragularising such settlement. No salami is realisable from scheduled castes, scheduled tribes and backward classes,

{iv) Encroachment inmunicipal areas, Notified Area Committes, Union Board and other Bazar areas for non-
agricutural purposes will have to be carefully enquired into and a special report should be sent through the Subdivisional
Officers o the Collector of the district. Government are separately consideting the question as to what extent the
Coflectors can be empowered to recognise the settlement in such cases.

(v} No setttement should be recognised merely because the area settled is below 15 acres. Each seftlement
will have to be scrutinised strictly as to whether it is genuine or not. -

(vi} It is no doubt true that settlements on Gair-Mazrua Khas lands have been made by the ex-intermediries
previously on plain paper but having regrd to the large number of bogus settlements, proper care should be exercised
before accepting any settiement based on Kacha Patta as genuine. If they are not backed by proper rent recsipts
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grnted every year from the date of the settiement. thare shouk] be no hesitation is alsocanother important factor to be
taken into consideration before judging the genuineness of settlement. ' '

2. The instructions contained in this letter should be treated as amplifying and modifying the instructions previ-
ously issued on the subject. It shouid ba anxiety of the Subdivisional Officer and the Land Reforms Deputy Collector
to ensure the can ceflation of all the bogus settlemants with a view to get the lands releas_ed for being seitled with

landless pecple.

| am directed to say that the Manager of residuryproperties of the Hathwa Wards has asked for instructions
onthefollowing points. wheh are of generalinterestfor all districts. -

(i Whether on a suit instituted by an ex-fandlord prior 10 the date of vesting 1o eject trespassers from Gair-
mazrua Malik or Am fands. being decreed after the date of vesting, such Gair mazrua Malik or Am Jands should goto

_the outgoing proprietor or to Government. _ )

(i) If the encroacher offers to pay salami for settlement of any such Gair-mazrua Malik land. who is entitled to
receive the salami ? .

2 Government have taken legal advice and desire that action on the following lines should be takenin such
cases - :

(i} The institution of a suit with respect to Gair-mazrua Malik or Am tands does not change the character of
such lands. and they will be regarded as having vested in the State Government on the date of vesting of the
Zamindari. The suits instituted by the proprietor for removing the encroachments will have to be contested on behalt
of Gavernment uniess the Collector receives legal dvice that there is not merit in a particular case and it need not be
continued.

(i) In case the Court holds that the encroachment was illegal and the person who has encroached may be
ejected. Government may either get the tenant ejected or may come to an amicable settiemet with the tenant and
aliow him 1o retain the land. if the encroachment is with regard to Gair Mazrua Am land no such settiernent should be
made. , ' :

(i)  In case the Collector decides notto eject the occupant from such Gair-mazrua Malik land, but to settle
the land withhim the occupant will have to pay a salami which should be appropriated by Government as the lands
vested in Government on the date of the vesting of the Zamindari and then he wil be recognised as a tenant.

(v} The cost of litigation for the removal of the encroachment fromthe date of vesting has to be borne by
Government and it would not be possible to recover any portion of it from the outgoing landlord.

| am directed to say that the references have been recgived from time 10 time, by Government regarding the
manner the encroachment on Gair-mazrua Am lands, made either on strength of settiements made by the outgoing
proprietors or stherwise. should be dealt with. '

2 Government have given the matter due considerations. They desire that indealing with the encroachments
two points should be borne in mind, viz., the duration of the encroachment and the actual character of the land at the
time the encroachments had started. If an encroachment is found to have occurred long ago and at atime when the
character of the land had changed from Gair-mazrua Am (i.e. it had ceased to be in public use) it is desirable to find
some mode of ad}ustmen't by settling that land with the encroacher and if there is necessity of providing an equal
area of fand for public use getting from him ancther piece of land in place thereof. | am to say that the approach in
such matters shoule not be the technical approach of a dealing with every encroachmet as fit for removal but rather
it should be to examine the needs of the village as regards public land and to ensure that these are met if necessary
by removing the encroachment, but doing so. in a matter as to cause the least amount of disturbance or unsettlement
Mala fide, leases made by the outgoing landlords in recent years willnot of course be deserving of this kind of
consideration.

3. Subject to the foregoing general consideration, | am to say that the settlement of Gair-mazrua Am lands
may be dealt as below in cases of the following nature .- ‘ )

(i) In case in which the land settled is small in areas and has been reclaimed and amalgamated with the
halding of the raiyat and the rent of the amalgamated portion has been merged in the rent for the holding as shown
in Jamabandi handed over by the outgoing land lord, no casé under the Land Encroachment Act. need the instituted
and the rent may be accepted according to the Jamabandi received. _

(ii) In case. in which the area settled is fairly big and the settlement effects adversely the right of the public in
the matter of enjoyment of the Gairmazrua Am lands, steps should be taken under the L and Enroachment Act for
evicting the settlees therefrom. '

{iii) The settlement of small tanks and Jhils. which were Gair-mazrua Am Lands should be set aside and the
tanks and Jhils restored to public use. :

(iv) In case in which schools, Devi Asthana and such other buildings of public use are found to have been built
on Gair-mazrua Am lands, no action should be taken for removal thereof.

(v} Cases in which homestead of Harijans are found to exist on Gair mazrua Am lands. no action should be
taken for removal thereof and the Harijans should be left in possession until alternative homestends are found for
them.

Record Room promptly by objection officers. In order to bring about improvement, the fortnightly returnin T.F. No.
127 should be carefully scrutinised by you.

The fortnightly returns submitted in T.F. No. 127 give only the details of cbjections which are sent to the Head
quarters. The entries regarding villages are often confusing. it will, therefore, be’good if the Assistant settlement
officers mcharge of the objection camps are instructed to see to it that the entries in columns 7 to 12 of the return in
T.E 127 are given in respect of the following three categories :-

(a) Villages in respect of which all objections have been disposed of,

(b) Villages in respact of which similar objections may still be pending, and.

(c) Villages which have not yet been taken up for disposal of objections.

Also, the entries in column 19, 20 and 21 of the same return should be given in the form of fraction (Batta
number the numerator of which will indicate the number of objections and the denominator willindicate the number of
villages.

SIGNIFICANCE OF CO MPUTEHI&ATIONOF LAND HEQQRQS

Land Reforms were enwsaged as an important instrument of change directed at removing institutional and
motivational obstacles standing in the way of modarnizationof agriculture and the creation of a more egalitarian
social structure. After independence, land reforms were made an important and integral part of the rural develop-
ment programme. The specific actions taken in this regard included implementation of decisions regarding agricul-
tural land celiing, distribution of surpius land by removing various administrative and legal obstructions. Despite
significant achievement it cannot be said that the task of Land Reforms has been over. Land reforms continue to be
the critical variable in the solution of the current socio-economic problems in rural areas.Lackof comprehensive
datbases on various facets of land remains one of the most significant factors which has hampered implementation
of decisions concerning land reforms. The dearth of databases on land reforms continues mainly due to the absence
of properly updated land records. For effective planning, implementing and monitoring land reforms and related
activities, a computerised land record system is crucial. Detailed and updated information in an efficient retrieval
mode is required for this purpose. This necessitates creation of a comprehensive computerized détabase onland
records and land reforms activities. This database can heip in the following activities pertaining to land reforms.

- {a) Land Tenancy

Correct and up-do-date land records are an essential precondition for effective implementation of land re-
form measures, particularly the provision of security of tenure for tenants and share-croppers. Updation of land
records is essentiainot only for effective implementation of land reforms, but also tor having accurate informationon
excess agricultural land which is known by title to the land. it is, therefore, necessary 1o take up a systematic
programme on compliation and updation of land records so as to have the latest picture about ownership and the
rights of the tenants, share-croppers and other concerned interests.

(b) Land Ceiling
For effective implementation of las relating to land ceiling, one requires data on the area declared, surplus;

area taken possession of; area distributed; quality and use of distributed land; central assistance provided under
centrally sponsored schemes toassignees of ceiling surplus land; the landholding size, etc.

(¢) Land Consolidation

A large number of holdings in the country are in the form of widely-scattered fragmented structiires. Exces-
sive fragmentation of holdings lsad to various other problems. While hampering full and proper land utilization, it
renders them unprofitable for cultivation. These holdings therefore, genseraily prove uneconomic. Land consolida-

tion, therefore, is essential for incresing productivity. it is a matter of urgency to create databases covermg various
parameters vital to the planning and monitoring ofconsolidation of holdings.

Thus, it is clear that compilation and updating of land records is most important component of the meastures
required for introducing land reforms. Successive Five Year Plans have stressed importance of land reforms inthe
country. Nowhere is the gap between stated intention and actual reality more marked than inthe way land records
have been maintained. The importance of having an accurate. up-to-date and easily accessible land records system
is & society in which land is the most valuable asset can hardly be overemphasized. Yet, for a variety of reasons, land
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records are for the most part, in a decrepit state and the techniques used in survey and settlement operation are
backward and very slow. The quality of land records has been questioned many times. In some parts of the country,
. thelast survey and settiement operations were conducted so long ago that the records have lost alf connection with
the existing realities about ownership and possession. Even where the records were prepared fairly recently, lapses
incontinuous updating have led to their obsolescence. Proper and updated land records are as crucial to agriculture
and rural devslopments they are to the effective implementation of land reforms.
_

“ Land records are maintained in different prescribed forms and registers at village/tehsil/district level with
apropriate aggregation and consist of basic information on land, cropping patterns, irrigation sources, cropped area,
ownership rights, land revenus, land transfer etc. The patwariis themain functionary who maintains all types of
records as enunciated in manuals pertaining to land settlement, land administration, land records, etc. Though, as
per statutory provisions, the land records are to be maintained and updated at regular intervals, yet in practice, this
is not adhered.to. The present manual system of maintenance of land information is time consuming. It is observed
that settlement work is not undertakenas per schedule and generally the updating of jamabandi is also delayed
inmany cases.Similarly, mutations in the rights of the holdars due to inheritance, sale, mortgage, etc. are entered in
the mutation registers 'by the patwari and latr on deait with and certified etc, are enterad in the mutation registers by
the patwari and later on deait withand certified by the tehsildar/naib tehsildar during their field visits. Delay generally
takes place forthe originallentlry_ as well as for certification, though a time frame has been fixed for the purpose.Some
of the racords'are ot attended to for a fong time. There re complaints of interpolation and tampering as well. The:
maintenance and updation becomecumbersome and unwieldy duse to a myriad changes taking place on a recurring
basis. The staff is mostly overburdened and unable to maintainland records intime. Further, the users of the revenue
records are put to hardships to get certified copies of their jamabandi. The above situation necessitted an appropri-
ate swtich-over from purely traditional/manual method of land record maintenance to modern facilities of updating
and maintaining land records, basically using computers. The main advantge of computer technology lies in the fact
tht the records can be stored in a smaller place, updated easily and retrieved quickly. in addition, the vast and
* valuable data maintained in land records along with other information may be utilized for purposes of village level
planning as well which may be the realisation of ultimate goal of decentralised administration as visualised in 73rd
Amendment tc Constitution of india. '

PROGRESS OF CENTRALLY SPONSORED SCHEME OF COMPUTERISATION OF LAND RECORDS ;

The Centrally Sponsored Scheme on Computerisation of Land Records was started in 1988-89 as a pilot
project in eight Districts/States viz; Rangareddy (A.P.), Sonitpur (Assam), Singhbhum (Bihar), Gandhinagar (Gujarat),
Morena (M.P), Wardha (Maharashtra), Mayurbhanj {Crissa), and Dungarpur (Rajasthan) and by 1991-92 the Scheme
had been extended to 24 Districts in different States viz; Haryana, H.P, J & K, Karnataka, Kerala Manipur, Tamil
Nadu, Tripura, Sikkim, U.P., W.B., and Delhi U.T. It was started with the sole objective of ensuring issuing of timely
and accurate copy of record of rights to the land owners by the Revenue Administration . '

During the 8th five year Plan Period, the scheme was approved as a separate Centrally Sponsored Scheme
on Computerisation of Land Records. The total expenditure under the Scheme during the 8th plan period was Rs.
59.42 crores by covering 299 new districts and by providing additional funds for the on-going pilot projects. Thus, by
the end of the 8th plan, 323 districts in the country were brought under the scheme with a expenditure of Rs. 64.44
crores.

During the first year of the ninth Five year Plan i.e. 1997-98 Rs. 20.19 crore was released to states by
covering 177 new project districts and also providing funds for purchase of software, hardware and other peripherals
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for tehsil / taluk level.operationalisationof the:scheme. Accordingly dyripg, 199798 475 M tehpils were brought
under th eprogramme of operationalisation. During the year 1998-99 Rs. 24.75 croras ws released by covering 28
new districts and by operationalisation of the Scheme in 625 more tehsils / talukas. At present the scheme is being

, During the year 1897-98 a decisionfor operationlisation of the scheme at the Tehsil Taluka levels was taken
for facilitating delivery of computerised land records to suers and public at large. Under this programme, 1100 Tehsils
/ Talukas have beencovered till 31st March 1999. The Ministry had aiso requested all the State Governments to
submit proposls for pilot projects for digitisation of cadastral survey maps in 2 or 3 tehslis of any district intheir state.

8, JIME LIMIT FOR COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT AT DISTRICT /TEHSIL LEVELS :

. Initially-it was contemplated that the programme on Computerisation of Land Records ineach of the project
district shall be completed within a period of 3 years from the date of release of first instaiment. While this time shall
rerain viid for any new district coming under thecoverage of CLR scheme,for the old districts already covered under
the CLR Scheme, the concerned State Government shall go in for operationalisation of those tehsils where data
entry work is complete to a Iérge extent. Operationalisation here means installation of sufficient hardware/software
at the tehsil level so that computerised Records of Rights (ROR) can be issued to the land owners and at the same
time, the updation of records is done on fine.

8. MONITORING AND EVALUATION :

The mainh findings of the evaluation studies carried out in various districts of the country for evaluating progress
on Computerisation of Land Records Scheme have been that, the schemne has not gained momentum because
offack of proper monitoring at all levels. The monitoring shall be expedited at all level throughE-mail and other
glectronic media on a weekly basis. '

Also.for the pu’rbos'e of evaluation from time to time, studies shall be carried out by hiring some eminent
experts in the field of CLR/LIS/GIS or throughindependent organisations/institutions etc.having background
ndexperience in the field. The expenses for suchstudies shall be met from the funds being given for the CLR Scheme.
Furthérmore, the officers fromthe Secretariat/Board of Revenue/office of the Settlement Commissioner and Director
of Land Records shall visit the programme districts and tehsils periodically toensure that the programme is imple-
mented .at a faster pace and in accordance withtheprescribed procedures nd specifications.A schedule of
inspactionsprescribing the minimum number of field visits shallbe drawnup at the State Headquarters and strictly
adhered to . A copy of this schedule shallalso be furnished 1o land reforms Division of the Department of Land
Resourges, Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India so that the visits of the Central Government officers
can be dovetailed with this schedule.
