1. Creaie ABILA for the Patient
ABHA can be created using the patient’s Aadhaar in ADBM enabled HMIS of hospital
Authentication can be completed via:

- Aadhaar-linked mobile OTP, or

- Biometric authentication.

z. Search ABHA Using Mobile Number
If the patient has already generated an ABHA linked with a mobile number:

- The hospital can search ABHA using the registered mobile number.
- OTP-based authentication is performed for verification.
