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a) State Level: A commitiee for Effective Implementation at the State level, chaired
by the Chief Secretary, is constituted to monitoring implementation and remove
state level difficulties, Furthermore, a State Level Steering Committee will focus
specifically on the circular economy in solid waste processing. |

b) District Level: The District Magistrate or District Collector is empowered to
review the performance of local bodies at least once in a quarter. They must ensure
the urban-rural convergence of sanitary landfills and common waste processing
plants.

¢) Gram Panchayat / Block Level: The Department of rural Development 13
designated as the nodal department for rural areas. District Panchayats are
mandated to prepare solid waste action plans, and Gram Panchayats must plan and
implement Solid Waste Management at the village level, ensuring no open
dumping or burning occurs.

d) Awareness and Participation: Local bodies are mandated to create public
awareness campaigns to educate waste generators. Generators must be educated on
minimizing waste, practicing home composting, wrapping sanitary waste securely,
and handing over segregated waste. Local bodies will establish online grievance
—edressal mechanisms to ensure citizen voices are heard.

e¢) Focus on Medium to Large Generators (Bulk Waste Generators): BWGs must
register on the centralized online portal. They are required to set up and operate
adequate wet waste processing facilities on-site. If unable to process waste onsite,
they must procure EBWGR Certificates from the local body. Local bodies will
undertake periodic audits of the actual waste generated by BWGs to ensure
compliance.

f) Participation of Students of School and Colleges: The Ministry of Education and
State Education Departments aré mandated to ensure the inclusion of solid waste
management appropriately within school curricula. State Urban Developmenl
Departments will organize competitions and grant recognition awards to the best-
performing schools, colleges, and institutions in term of SWM at both the state and
district levels.

WHEREAS, a communication (letter no. 512 dated 19.03.2026) has already been made by the
Board to different stakeholders for ensuring compliance with the Hon'ble Supreme Court order

ORDER

Sub: Direction under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, for
implementation of the provisions of Solid Waste Management Rules, 20206-reg.
WHEREAS, the Central Government has notified the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2026
(hereinafter referred to as SWM Rules, 2026), under the Environment (Protection) Act, [986, in
supersession to the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016:

WHEREAS, Hon’ble Supreme Court vide order dated 19.02.2026 in the matter of Civil Appel
No. 6174 of 2023, Bhopal Municipal Corporation vs. Dr. Subhash C, Pandey & Ors., has
specifically directed Ministry of Environment Forest & Climate Change, Government of [ndia, to
issue directions under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, to the Chief
Secretaries of all States and Union Territories (UTs) for ensuring the conduct of specific actions
mentioned in clause (ii) of paragraph 14 and paragraph 18.7 of the order dated 19.02.2026;
WHEREAS, in exercise of the powers vested under Section 5 of the Environment (Protection)
Act, 1986 and in compliance of the directions passed by the Hon’ble Supreme Court vide order
dated 19.02.2026, the Ministry of Environment Forest & Climate Change, Government of India
issued directions, dated 25.03.2026, to Chief Secretaries of all States / UTs, Member Secretary,
State Pollution Control Board / Pollution Control Committee and Member Secretary, Central
Pollution Control Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers vested under Section 5 of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 and in compliance of the directions issued by the Ministry of Environment
Forest & Climate Change, Government of India, Bihar State Pollution Control Board issues the

tollowing directions to conduct:

I, Through the Dijstrict Collector, infrastructure audits of Solid Waste Management
be carried out.
If.  The District Collectors shall communicate the identified problems and the steps
taken by the stakeholders to the Chief Secretary in a time-bound manner.
I Every local body must establish and communicate an outer time-limit within which
100% compliance will be achieved.
IV.  Ensure compliance of SWM Rules, 2026 including setting up of a multilevel
governance structure as under, if not already established. Alternatively, designate

the committees so established as one established under the SWM Rules, 2026, viz.,
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I, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section § of the Envircnment
(Protection) Act, 1986 and in compliance with the directions issued by the Ministry of
Cuvironmient, Forest & Climate Change, Government of India, direct that Action Taken
Report (ATR) be submitted fo (he Bihar State Pollution Control Board within 15 days [rom
the date of issue of these directions,
