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"8. Considering the submissions of the parties, this Court directs the petitioner to file
a fresh representation before the competent authority, appending all relevant
supportingmaterials and a copy of the judicial pronouncement covering her case, within a
period of four weeks from today. Upon filing of such representation, if the grievance of the
petitioner is found to fall within the parameters fixed by the learned Single Judge in the
aforesaid case, necessary orders shall be passed within a period of eight weeks from the date
of receipt of such representation. The benefits to which the petitioner is found entitled shall
be extended to her within the same time frame.

9. With the aforesaid observations and directions, the writ application stands disposed
of."
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Education Council Indira Gandhi National Open University Maidan Garhi, New
Delhi, “Two Degree Programmes cannot be allowed to be pursued simultaneously.
However, a student can pursue two programmes simultaneously through distance
mode or combination of distance and regular modes from the some of different
universities/Institutions in various combinations.”

7. Minutes of the meeting of the committee to consider the issue of pursuing
more than one degree simultaneously and Joint degree programme.

Meeting was held on 29 October 2012 in UGC Head office and following
decisions were taken:-

“A student enrolled in a degree programme under regular mode may be allowed
to pursue a maximum of one additional degree programme simultaneously under



open/distance mode from the same or a different university. However, two degree
programmes under regular mode may not be allowed simultaneously as it may create
logistic, administrative and academic problems.”
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
