I am directed to refer to this department D. O. letter no. PR-G2 85/65-859 FII dated 18.9.65
regarding operation of efficiency bars in the “replacement scales’” and to say that Government on
reconsideration  have decided that a Deputy Collector for whom the efficiency bar in pre-revision
scale was placed at the stage of Rs. 595 in Place of Rs. 570 after abolition of the first efficiency bar at

» the stage of Rs. 320 on administrative grounds and if he has already crossed the efficiency bar at the

' stage of Rs. 595 or the earlier E. B, of Rs. 570 (as the cast may be).in the pre-revision scale of Rs.
220-800, he will not be required to cross the Efficiency Bar at the stage of Rs, 805 in the replacement
scale of Rs. 325.983. It has also been decided by Government that if a Deputy Collector has not crossed
the only Efficiency Bar in the pre-revision scale and his pay has been fixed at a stage lower or higher

®  than the first Efficiency Bar in the replacement scale of Rs, 325-985, he will be required to cross only
the Second Efficiency Bar at the stage of Rs. 805 in the replacement scale but a Deputy Collector whose
pay has been fixed at the minimum of the replacement scale of Rs, 325-985 or all future cntrants to above
replacement scale will have to pass both the efficiency bars in the replacement scale and their increments
in the replacement scale will be regulated accordingly. '

be added to the substantive pay even though 15 percent of the substantive. pay may work out to
an amount lower than Rs. 60/- This interpretation is incorrect and it seems that the conclusion has
