The amalgamated.department is under
the direct charge of the head of the department and it is desirable that the head of the department
should have power to grant casual leave to Registrars., The head of the department may.however,
inform the Secretary whenever he grants casual leave to Registrars so that the Secretary may be aware
of the actual position.
